Megan Hodge '06, a rising junior at Penn State, was a member of 

both the 2004 USA Girl's Youth and the 2006 USA Women's Junior National Teams. In 

her two years at Penn State, Hodge has earned Big 10 Freshman of the Year, Big 10 

Player of the Year, and NCAA National Championship MVP honors.
