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EIGHT TRIANGLE TEAMS COMPETE AT NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS 

 

MORRISVILLE, NC: The 38th annual USA Junior Olympic Girls’ Volleyball Championships [JOVC] were held 

at the Dallas Convention Center June 26th through July 5th.This national championship event marks the 

conclusion of the 2008 Junior Olympic club volleyball season. In total, 788 teams representing 317 

volleyball clubs across the United States competed in seven age groups (12 & under through 18 & 

under) and three divisions (Open, National and American). Entry into this prestigious event is by bid 

only with the elite Open division requiring qualification at a National qualifying event or by at-large 

selection. Both National and American division bids are earned through either National qualifying 

events or through a designated regional competition. 

Triangle Volleyball Club was one of only 14 clubs in the country to have its teams earn 8 or more bids 

to JOVC. This sets a record for both Triangle and the Carolina Region. Triangle 15 Black earned their 

Open bid at the Northeast Qualifier in Baltimore this spring marking the first-ever open bid for a 15’s 

team in North Carolina. Seven additional Triangle teams earned bids by finishing either first or second 

in the Carolina Region bid tournament for their respective age group. Of particular note is that 

Triangle qualified two teams (‘Black’ and ‘Blue’) in three age-divisions (14’s, 15’s and 18’s); another 

first for any club in the Carolina Region. 

Competition in Dallas was formidable as the best of the best face-off every day; there are simply no 

‘easy’ matches. Triangle’s Executive Director, Casey Caram, states that “I am quite pleased with our 

overall results at the 2008 Junior Olympics. In many ways, this has been Triangle’s most successful 

year at JOVC’s. We saw more of our teams win more matches than ever before. We’ve become a 

legitimate perennial national championship contender and a force to be reckoned with at the elite 

level of junior volleyball in this country.”
